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The American Bank Center, SMG, and Centerplate joined the community effort to help displaced evacuees who fell victims to Hurricane Katrina when we opened our doors to serve as a temporary housing center.  Many of the evacuees who came to the American Bank Center reunited with family, found new housing in the city, opted to stay in hotels, and a few transitioned to the Memorial Coliseum.  There is still a great need to help the families staying in shelters throughout the Corpus Christi area.  

How to Help: 
The City of Corpus Christi asks that anyone wishing to donate supplies, money or time to assist the Hurricane Katrina evacuees do so in cooperation with area volunteer organizations. 

City officials stress that those who wish to help should not go to the American Bank Center or any other shelter locations, but instead call the appropriate telephone number or go to the listed drop-off locations. 

• Clothing and shoes donations should be dropped off at any Goodwill location. 

• Food and water donations should be dropped off at the Food Bank of Corpus Christi located on 826 Krill Street.
